PA-I has always PAID THE POSTAGE for the newsletter however, we have always had it PRINTED FREE OF CHARGE.


When PA-I was started in 1986 Zortmans’ place of employment permitted them to make the copies free of charge.


When Bob & Joanna Crawford became the leaders Joanna’s place of employment permitted her to make the copies free of charge.


When Bob & Kim Rudolph were our leaders the information went to Zortmans who had started a print shop which they ran from their home.  Laser Printing Company printed the newsletter free of charge in exchange for advertising.


When Laser Printing Company closed about 4 years ago, Zortmans continued to print the newsletter at no charge to the chapter.


As I recall Dick and Mary Lou Hetrick also printed the newsletter free of charge for a time.

THINGS TO REMEMBER:

1. A chapter newsletter is NECESSARY to getting and retaining your Chapter Charter and should be a monthly communication to the members.

2. The newsletter format is of our own choosing but must contain the Chapter name, or initials (PA-I) and the GWRRA national logo.  The Region, (B), District, (PA) and Chapter letter, (I) designation should be visible along with the month and year.

3. According to the Officers Hand Book, “…the central purpose of the existence is to be a communications medium for and to the Members.”

4. Your chapter newsletter is your lifeline to what is going on in the chapter, district, region and all of GWRRA.

5. Every participant in the chapter may, and is encouraged, to write articles for the newsletter.

6. All members who participate with PA-I should receive a copy of the PA-I newsletter.  This can be via email or snail mail.

7. A copy of the PA-I newsletter is sent to our National Office in Phoenix, to our Region B Director, to our District Director and Assistant and to each Chapter Director within our District.  

Mel Lufsey and his team are in the process of giving our newsletter a much needed upgrade.  You will see a new format after the first of the year; but the PA-I newsletter will remain “…a communication for and to our members.”

  1         Tablespoon  salad oil
  1              clove  garlic, -- minced
  2        whole large  chicken breasts, -- skinned, boned, cut in 1" chunks
  1       15 1/2 to 19 oz. can  garbanzo beans, (chick peas), -- drained
  1             medium  onion, -- chopped
  1           teaspoon  ground cumin
  1       10 to 16 oz. can  white kidney beans, (cannelloni) -- drained
  1             12 oz.  white corn -- drained
  2         4 oz. cans  mild green chilies, -- chopped
  2       cubes/envelopes  chicken boullion
                        hot pepper sauce
     1/4  pound (1 c.)  Monterey Jack cheese, -- shredded
                        parsley sprigs for garnish

About 1 1/2 hours before serving:
  1.    Preheat oven to 350*.In small saucepan, over medium heat, in hot
salad oil, cook onion, garlic and cumin until onion is tender.

2.    In 2 1/2 qt. casserole, combine onion mixture with chicken, white kidney
beans, garbanzo beans, corn, green chilies, boullion, and 1 1/2 cups water.
Cover casserole and bake 50 to 60 minutes, until chicken is tender.

3.   To serve, stir in hot pepper sauce to taste.  Garnish with parsley.  
Serve with shredded cheese.   Makes 8 servings.
