TRAVELING POKER HAND RULES 
 

The goal of the Traveling Poker Hand competition is the same as that of the Traveling Plaque –  to 
promote visitations among Chapters across Pennsylvania and promote comradeship among participants 
of the different Chapters.  This goal is achieved anytime one eligible Chapter visits another Chapter at 

any Chapter event and draws a card for their poker hand. 
 

“The Traveling Poker Hand”  
 

1). Eligibility:  
 (a). To be eligible a participating Chapter must have a minimum of 4 Card Members attending. 

(b). Your Chapter may attend more than one function on the same day as long as there are at least four 
eligible Chapter participate with each group. 
(c). The visiting Chapter should call the host chapter in advance.  If you do not call at least one week 
in advance, you must ask the host Chapter for their permission to attend the function (no staff 
meetings please). 
(d). The visiting Chapter must take a standard deck of cards and the Traveling Poker Hand sheet with 
them to the Host Chapter. 

 
2). Procedures: 

 
(a). In front of the Host Chapter Director or Assistant Chapter Director, one person from your group 
will pull a card from the deck.  The Host Chapter Director or Assistant Chapter Director will mark 
your Traveling Poker Hand sheet and write their initials and the date on the form.   
 
(b). In order to have a valid poker hand, you must submit a minimum of five cards.  You may visit 
up to eight different Chapters, but only five cards will be used to determine your hand.  You may not 
pull a card from your own Chapter and may submit only one card from a Chapter per hand.  If you pull 
a card that is a duplicate of a card you already have, the duplicate card will be considered a “Wild 
Card” and can be designated by you as any other card within the deck.   
 

 (c). When you have five to eight cards from your sheet completed, staple all cards together and mail

(d). After you mail your Poker Hand to George & Sharon, you may then start another Poker Hand and 
begin visiting five to eight more Chapters. Copy of the Poker Hand Sheet should be available on the PA 
District Download page if you need to print any off.  http://www.gotomra.com/gwrra/default.asp 
 
(e). This Traveling Poker Hand will run the same time frame as the “Traveling Plaque” which is from 
August 1st  through July 31st of the following year.   All entries must be postmarked no later than August 
1st.  The winning Chapter will be announced at the Pennsylvania District Rally and will receive a $50.00 
award. Any ties will be settled at the District Rally by each qualifying Chapter drawing for high card 
from a standard deck of cards.   “The Rules of Poker according to Hoyle” will apply.   
 

Remember, you could have the winning hand but if you don’t send it in, you lose, so, get your 
group together and go meet a new friend or greet an old friend!
